Come celebrate our community achievements at this year’s 10th Annual Guyana Awards Gala to be 
held on Saturday, May 29, 2010, at Inn on the Park, 1095 Leslie Street, Toronto, Ontario.  A grand gala 
celebration of community excellence is planned with presentations of this year’s Guyana Award 
recipients and scholarship winners.   

You are invited to celebrate with the “Who’s Who” in the Guyanese and Greater Toronto 
communities. A number of dignitaries, government officials, members of the Toronto Diplomatic 
Corps, past Guyana award recipients, Guyanese business owners, and community professionals are 
also expected to attend.

Award Nominations in various categories and Scholarship 
applications are currently being processed for final selection by a panel of distinguished judges.   
These recipients will be announced in April 2010.  The Guyana Awards is held under the patronage 
of the Consul General of Guyana, Mr. Danny Doobay.  

Among the highlights of the Gala evening will be the presentation of this year’s Guyana Awards 
Recipients, and our Guyana Awards Scholarship Winners; as well as an elegant cocktail reception 
and gourmet dinner; and music by the popular Victor Shim & The Surefire Band.   In addition, this 
year’s Charity of Choice is The Hospital for Sick Children (SickKids), a world-renowned academic 
health science centre, ranked as one of the top pediatric health-care facilities in the world.  SickKids 
has a long-standing relationship with the Guyanese-Canadian community, and have collaborated 
with several hospitals and not-for-profit organizations in Guyana.   Through programs such as the 
Herbie Fund, SickKids has assisted over 60 children from Guyana to improve their medical 
outcomes, as well as delivering pediatric health care to communities in Guyana.
